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Alize Francheska, coloratura soprano “displaying profound imagination and control” (Philadelphia Inquirer),
is a recent graduate of The Curtis Institute of Music, and has been described by many of her greatest mentors as a
“stage animal.”

This season includes her debut with Opera Fayetteville in Arkansas, as Zina in Nico Muhly’s Dark Sisters, Phyllis in
lolanthe at the International Gilbert & Sullivan Festival in Harrogate, England, returning after her role debut a the
festival as Mabel in The Pirates of Penzance, the world premiere and recording of Will Brobston’s Woven Images with
ENA Ensemble, the lead role of Zohara in the world premiere of Meira Warshauer’s opera Elijah’s Violin at the
Presidio of San Francisco, under the baton of Jonathan Kuhner and direction by Yefim Maizel, Susanna in le nozze di
Figaro with Subito Concert Opera, under the baton of Aurelien Eulert of Opera Delaware, Lucia in The Rape of
Lucretia with Montclair Opera Theatre, and a handful of premieres and collaborations as the Eva Steigelman Fellow
at New Music on the Point.

Alize’s concert performances include performing for George Crumb himself in October of 2019, for his 90th
birthday concert series at the Annenberg Center, in Apparition. 2019 also saw Alize as the Soprano Soloist in Haydn’s
Lord Nelson Mass and Mozart’s Coronation Mass under the baton of Gregory Geehern of the Princeton Festival with

PSMA chorus and orchestra, Soprano Soloist in Handel’s Messiah with the Haverford Singers with chorus and full
orchestra. Alize was thrilled to sing the Soprano Solos in Carmina Burana, her debut with the Cape Cod Symphony, at
Carnegie Hall as soprano soloist in Berio’s Sinfonia, and the Kennedy Center Schonberg’s Pierrot Lunaire with the
Curtis 20/21. Other favorite concert performances include excerpts of Susanna in le Nozze di Figaro with The
Princeton Symphony, and Kénigin der Nacht with Den Nye Oper Orchestra, in Bergen, Norway. Alize performed the
Soprano Solos with full 20-piece brass band in Duke Ellington’s Sacred Concert, a stylistic fusion of opera and jazz, to
open the Wilmington Clifford Brown Jazz Festival, and appeared as guest recitalist in Saigon’s Performance Complex
at the Soul Music and Performing Arts Academy in Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam in the summer of 2018.

A fierce interpreter of new music and atonal works, Alize covered the Title Role in the World Premiere of Louis
Karchin’s Jane Eyre with the Center for Contemporary Opera, created the role of Andy #1, in Andy: A Popera, world
premiere with Opera Philadelphia, and reprising with the Seattle Symphony [Untitled 3] Series, helped to create
several roles including Lila in Jennifer Higdon’s Cold Mountain, and Silvana in Missy Mazzoli’s A Flourish of Green
workshop with Opera Philadelphia. Other favorite operatic highlights include Delia in I/l Viaggio a Reims with the
Rossini Opera Festival in Pesaro, Blanche de la Force in Dialogues des Carmélites and Hilda Mack in H. W. Henze’s
Elegy for Young Lovers with Opera Philadelphia Adina, llia, Almirena in Rinaldo with Curtis Opera Theatre, among
many other leading roles that she tackled there.

Ms. Alize Francheska received accolades from many prestigious competitions such as Astral Artists, where she was a
2019 National Finalist, Career Bridges Grant, Palm Beach Opera Competition, Lotte Lenya Competition, American
Traditions Competition, Early Music America, Bel Canto Vocal Scholarship, Musical Merit Foundation of Greater San
Diego, Lois Alba Aria Competition, and is a recipient of a generous Kate Neal Kinley Memorial Fellowship Grant in
Voice.
